5. SPOTLIGHT:  Presentation on 2011 Advanced Placement Exam Results – Director of Secondary Education Chip Southworth announced that Scott County has gone from offering 9 to 19 AP courses with 900 students enrolled. We are laying the foundation in middle school grades for students to be ready to succeed in the AP courses at SCHS and ECS.  Mr. Southworth introduced Melody Stacy, AP Director and AP Statistics Teacher.  Mrs. Stacy introduced English AP Teachers - Amanda Burrows, Shanna Patton, Annette Williams; AP Social Studies Teachers - Susan Duncan, Katie Booth; AP Japanese Teacher - Nathan Patton, and Assistant Naoka Nogamoto, AP Environmental Science Teacher Robbie McCann, AP Calculus Teacher - Mike Marshall.  AP classes have doubled their enrollment in five-years.  Mrs. Stacy shared a PowerPoint of charts showing the continued and increasing success of students in the Advanced Placement courses.  Superintendent Patricia Putty added her thanks for keeping the rigor high and keeping the challenge going.  It takes a teacher who is committed and sees the value and importance of the students being prepared for college.  Mrs. Putty added she knows the amount of work that goes into teaching these classes.  I can’t tell you how thrilled I am and I applaud the students and teachers at ECS and SCHS.  I can’t say enough for each one of you sitting here.  Thank you so much.

M) APPROVE DONATIONS TO ROYAL SPRING MIDDLE SCHOOL:  Recommendation:  Board approve the donation of $200 from TMMA for volunteer service earned by Gary Hoskins to support the RSMS Baseball Team and a $250 anonymous donation to the RSMS Grand Titan Scholarship Fund.
9. APPROVE CLARIFICATION LETTER FOR NEWSPAPER:  Upon the recommendation of the Superintendent, it was moved by Ms. Sams and seconded by Mr. Mason that the Board approve the clarification letter read by Chair Mrs. Young.  The letter will be given to the News-Graphic and added to our website. (The letter is made a part of these minutes.)
Motion carried 4 to 1 (Haley Conway).
10. SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT:  The Superintendent reported on the following:
a. Mrs. Putty commented about the letter Mrs. Young read.  Mrs. Putty shared a PowerPoint (enrollment chart, projection chart, and further investigation chart) comparing the number of elementary students with middle school students and high school students.  Sherman Carter Barnhart Representative Mike Smith presented an estimate for the cost of building a new high school.  If the high school were to be constructed today, the cost would be $64,630,245.00 excluding KETS (Technology).  We hope this data as well as the letter from the Board will explain the decision to first build an elementary school.  It should be noted that both the Board and the Superintendent see a need for a second high school but recognize it is cost prohibited at this time.
b. Mrs. Putty and Zan Rexroat met with Secretary of Transportation Cabinet and others today to discuss the work on the by-pass and road plans in connection with our schools. They are, hopefully, looking at starting work on the by-pass in October 2012.  

c. Toyota Classic will at SCHS on January 18-21, 2012.
d. Please join us on January 20th to welcome Hong Kong students at 9:00 a.m. at SCHS.
e. The Board agreed to schedule a Special Board Meeting on January 24th at 5:30 p.m. to review the Draft Budget and other items.

f. Mrs. Putty and Board members will attend KSBA February 3rd and 4th in Louisville. 
g. Chamber of Commerce is sponsoring a Legislative Breakfast on Saturday, February 11th, starting at 8:30 a.m. 
h. We need to finalize National School Boards Association conference arrangements.  Please let Ann know if you plan to attend as soon as possible.
i. Mrs. Putty added her appreciation for this Board’s thoughtfulness and willingness to look at what is best for kids.  Tonight’s Advanced Placement presentation is a validation of this Board and raising the bar for student performance from Board to classroom.

13. TAKE ACTION WITH DISCUSSION IN CLOSED SESSION WITH LEGAL COUNSEL: Upon the recommendation of the Superintendent, it was moved by Dr. Ward and seconded by Ms. Sams that the Board take action consistent with discussion in closed session with legal counsel.
